The formal part featured a cultural program perfectly
depicting the Festival’s character and purpose as the
leading event in the State’s arts scene.

The Dance Academy took everyone on a virtual journey
to Greece through the dazzling traditional costumes and
dance skill they exhibited.

Following the Dance Academy, Greek Band

‘Floga’ (which translates to “Flame” in English) put the
house on fire with their performances and great selec-
tion of Greek songs.

The formal part concluded with the Odyssey Art Prize.
Three successful pieces of art, three lucky winners as
judged by textile artist Russell Leonard, professional
photographer Jane Blackett and artist Joe Felber.

Kathleen Patitsas won the first prize for her work
“Yiayia” followed by Nicholas Tsatsaronis and Joanna
Kalambogias Vlassopoulos for their work “la-Santorini”
and “The Lament” respectively.

Cheese pies, sou-
vlaki and chips composed their cooking menu during
their participation at the Schools Cooking Workshop,
held on Wednesday 9th of October at Olympic Hall.
Students who participated in the workshop, learned how
to make traditional ‘tyropites’ (chees pies) following the

instructions of a number of volunteers who were keen to
pass on their knowledge to the younger generations.

So, instead of the alphabet, the young students used roll-
ing pins, flour, cheese and eggs as part of the “tasty”
lesson. Olympic Hall looked yet again like a set from
Master Chef. Ingredients on the table and the cooking
fun was on! A bit of a mess always follows great cooking
projects and this was no exception. The end result
though was, trays of delicious cheese pies and students
were rewarded with an even more delicious lunch. Fun
games followed, a favourite part in every school event.

BORDER SOULS

Odyssey Festival’s documentary night was definitely not
for the light-hearted as it touched on the latest military
developments in Syria and the ongoing refugee drama
that sees thousands of people homeless and stranded in
refugee camps in Greece.

‘Border Souls’, a Greek-American production, filmed by
award-winning director Takis Bardakos touched and at

the same time shocked the audience at Olympic Hall on
Wednesday 16th of October.

Bardakos captured with his camera and crew the endless
drama of those refugees who leave everything behind in
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their war-stricken homelands in search of a better life
These are the traumatised souls who abandon in any
way they can their livelihoods crossing the blue but
rough waters of the Aegean sea, searching for hope.
Their arrival at Idomeni camp, gives them the first bitter
taste of being a refugee.

Scenes of sorrow and despair along with witness’ ac-
counts who saw firsthand the situation those refugees
faced as they disembarked, touched the audience as
they watched the unfolding drama on the Hall’s screen,
where reality always feels safer.

The end of the docufilm was followed by discussion on
the subject where members of the audience exchanged
a variety of opinions but expressed great concern about
the future of this social crisis and the war operations in
Syria.

Greek cinema fans had... 1968 reasons to attend the

launch of the 26th Delphi Bank Greek Film Festival at

Palace Nova cinemas on Thursday 10th of October.

A cultural event that comprised Greek hospitality, live
entertainment and the screening of the

opening film “1968” by Tassos Boulmetis, a film that
took Greece by storm.

Set in the year 1968, the film takes us back in time tell-
ing a story of national exhilaration with the legendary
match between AEK and Praga Slavia at its center.

To watch the game, 80.000 people gathered in the stadi-
um (breaking the Guinness World Record for the biggest
gathering during a basketball game), with a few more
thousands listening in from the outside.

“Prepare to fall in love with stories from and about
Greece’s rich and ancient culture and peoples, all over
again,” said Mr Bill Gonis, President of the Greek Ortho-
dox Community of S.A.

The prestigious opening of the Festival that tops Ade-
laide’s cultural events calendar drew hundreds of cine-
ma goers, artists and members of the wider community
as it showcases the best of the Greek film industry.

But it wasn’t just members of the community who
flocked to Palace Nova for the opening night.

A number of Members of Parliament also enjoyed the
top cultural event.

The red carpet outside the cinema was the place to be
seen and perfect for a photo opportunity.

The pre-drinks and entertainment part of the event
started off just after 5.30, featuring light refreshments,
plenty of drinks and live music by Con Dalagiorgos and
his students.

Around 7.00pm the music and drinks wrapped up to
give way to the screening of the film at one of Palace
Nova’s biggest theatres.

In Adelaide, the Greek Film Festival, presented by Delphi
Bank Australia-wide, ran from the 10th to the 13th of
October, featuring a total of five films.

BLACK HUMOUR

It was black and it was hilarious and it captivated the
audience, making it one of the most successful theatre
nights at Olympic Hall. Black Humour written by Lakis
Michailidis, starring Eleni Tsefala and Stamatis Tzelepis,
had everyone in stiches as it put death through the com-
edy grinder, producing some of the funniest scenes en-
compassing witty humour and smart lines.

The play comprised four different stories, all revolving
around death and how we deal with it, but flipping it to
its funny side.

From the crazy widow who wants a Hollywood-style fu-
neral for her husband, to the greedy wife who can’t wait
for her husband to die so she can share his wealth with
her lover, ‘Black Humour’ was indeed black and the au-
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dience couldn’t get enough, winning excellent reviews
from those who enjoyed it!

The play was followed by a book presentation featuring
the latest publication by Eleni Tsefalas, titled “One Hun-
dred Years of Greek Theatre in Australia, 1919-2019”.
The book launch was presented by Dr Maria Palaktso-
glou, Professor of Modern Greek at Flinders University.
