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As the year-long celebrations for the Bicentennial of the Greek War of Inde-
pendence dominated our calendar last year, the Greek Orthodox Community
presents a lecture to be part of this year’s Odyssey Festival, revolving around
Hellenism abroad after the war. The lecture is put together and will be
presented by PhD Candidate at Flinders University Yianni Cartledge. It is a
comprehensive approach of the Ikarian Migration in Australia. This lecture
looks at Ikarian emigration from the Aegean region to South Australia
between 1910-1945 . Of focus will be their settlement and initial community
building, especially in key locations in South Australia such as Port Pirie and
the Adelaide CBD. The lecture further examines the ways in which these
migrants emigrated, settled, built communities, and integrated into wider
Anglophone society, as well as the multiple identities that they navigated, are
considered, contemplated, and unravelled in this presentation.

He was the first Greek to step foot in South Australia in 1842. The first Greek settler
George Tramountanas was born in Lemnos Greece in 1822. He was a seaman on sail-
ing ships and had travelled to Australia on previous occasions before arriving at Port
Adelaide in 1842. Family oral history notes that George arrived in 1842 with his
brother Theodore, who went alone to Albany in Western Australia never to be heard
from again. George remained in Adelaide. The Greek Orthodox Community of S.A. in
conjunction with the George “North” Tramountanas Association will hold a
memorial service commemorating the 200th Year Anniversary of his birth and 180
years from his arrival in South Australia.
